ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT

Resolution #08-06 – Renew Risk Management Consultants Agreement

It was suggested that next year the Audit Committee review the current risk management firm to determine if it would be feasible to get proposals from other risk management consulting services. After discussion, Mr. Multer moved, Mr. Hutteman seconded, and the Authority unanimously 



RESOLVED, that the Risk Management Consulting Agreement with Aldrich and Cox is hereby extended, effective April 1, 2008 to March 31, 2009, with the terms and conditions of the existing agreement to remain the same.  The cost per hour is $120.00, with a cost not to exceed $5,300.00.


A discussion was held about the possibility of creating a new position to work on submitting reports that are now required to be filed for the Authority Board Office and as a back-up for bookkeeping and administrative duties.  This would be instead of hiring a full-time Executive Director, and the Administrator position would remain a part-time position.  Ms. Lilla is currently working on a job description.

A discussion was held regarding the Solid Waste Plan Update.  Ms. Lilla is working with Kevin Voorhees of Barton and Loguidice to get the cost of updating the plan.   This can be discussed in further detail at the March Authority Board meeting.

Board members were informed that the recycling truck shelter will take about ten weeks to complete, but the weather is currently putting the construction of the shelter on hold.
