WHEREAS, the Authority recognizes the need to enter into written agreements for professional services including those of its legal counsel in order to determine the applicable contract period, the services to be provided and the basis for compensation of those services; and

RATIFY ACTIONS OF THE ADMINISTRATOR IN CONNECTION WITH GRANT CONSULTING SERVICES

WHEREAS, The NYSERDA Energy Efficiency Block Grant Program (EECBG) is accepting applications for federal stimulus funding for Materials Conservation Programs, which includes recycling programs; and 


WHEREAS, the purchase of new recycling trucks is an eligible activity under this program; and 


WHEREAS, the applicant must be a municipality; and 


WHEREAS, Wayne County has authorized an application to the EECBG Program in the amount of $300,000 to subsidize the costs associated with new recycling trucks for the Authority; and 


WHEREAS, because of the condensed timeline for submission of the grant, the Administrator has entered into an agreement with Blue Springs Energy for the preparation of the application at an amount not to exceed $5,000; now, therefore, be it 


RESOLVED, that the actions of the Administrator in connection with the agreement with Blue Springs Energy are ratified for the preparation of the grant application to the EECBG Program requesting $300,000 to subsidize the costs associated with the purchase of new recycling trucks.
