Hazardous Waste Collection Scheduled.


Wayne and Yates County residents have an opportunity to empty their houses of hazardous chemicals, unwanted medications, electronics and propane tanks.  A collection is scheduled for Saturday, September 25, 2010 at the Wayne County Highway Department, Rt. 31., Lyons.  Hours are 9 a.m. to 1 p.m.  Appointments are encouraged.


Unused, unwanted and out-of-date medications are an increasing problem in people’s homes.  New York State Department of Environmental Conservation and other environmental groups no longer recommend “flushing” medications.  The best option is to bring them to a special collection like the one scheduled for September 25.


The Wayne County Sheriff’s Office and WayneNet are working with the Western Finger Lakes Solid Waste Management Authority to provide the pharmaceutical collection.  In addition to the special collection at the Wayne County Highway Department, the Sheriff’s Office will provide collection sites at the Palmyra Police Department, 144 East Main Street, Palmyra and at Sodus Central School, 54 Mill Street, Sodus.  Only medications will be accepted at these two sites.  They are open only on Saturday, September 25, 9 a.m. – 1 p.m, for the special collection.
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The hazardous waste collection event at the Wayne County Highway Department includes all types of chemicals for gardening, cleaning and home improvement projects.  One exception is latex materials, including paint and driveway sealers.  Latex products are not considered hazardous.  Homeowners can dry these materials and dispose of them in the regular trash.


Marjorie Torelli of the Western Finger Lakes Authority said, “We ask people who are bringing in hazardous waste to make an appointment ahead of time.  That way we are sure we don’t have too many cars on site at one time.”  She continued, “We can make sure people get in and out very quickly and we can prevent problems.”


The driving distance from the northeast and northwest corners of Wayne County may discourage some people.  To make the drive more efficient, Sharon Lilla, administrator of the Western Finger Lakes Authority, encourages people to carpool and partner with their neighbors.  She said, “Removing these toxics from people’s homes is very important.  We encourage people to check with their neighbors, especially the elderly, to bring materials from multiple households in one vehicle.”
