· Wolcott Municipal Parking Lot (behind the Post Office) Saturday, 9 a.m. – 1 p.m.

· Clyde Waste Water Treatment Plant, (behind Highway Department, Ford Street) Saturday, 9 a.m. – 1 p.m.

· The Wayne County Materials Recovery Facility, Rt. 88 N. Newark (2 miles north of the Hamlet of Fairville.  Look for the blue sign at the driveway) Monday through Friday, 7 a.m. – 3 p.m., Saturday, 9 a.m. – 1 p.m.

During the month of September, the WFLA is making needed repairs and doing preventative maintenance so that its trucks can operate safely and effectively.  “We are looking forward to resuming the curbside collection in the six eastern towns and three villages encompassed in those 
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towns,” said Sharon Lilla, Administrator of the WFLA.  “In the mean time, faithful recyclers are bringing their materials to the drop-off sites.  We are truly grateful for their commitment to recycling, as they continue to do the right thing despite the inconvenience this interruption of collection service has caused them.”
